In its technical review on economic growth, The\Wildlife Society (TWS) described a
“fundamental conflict between economic growth 3gd wildlife conservation™ {Trauger
et al. 2003:2). This conflict exists because, as the economy grows, natural capital
(such as timber, soil and water) is reallocated from wildlife to the human economy
(Figure 1). Many believe technological progress may reconcile this conflict, but
technological progress expands the breadth of the human niche and, in the setvice of
economic growth, exacerbates the conflict (Czech 2003).
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
